MINUTES FROM MEETING: September 23, 1999. Frank Rawling for Mark Keese 

The September meeting of the FWCCSP was called to order at 7:00 PM by the president, 
Andrew Urquhart. Thirty members and guests were present. The two guests were 
students from the U ofD Geography Club. Also present were several members who were 
attending their first meeting. The minutes of the May 20, 1999 meeting were approved as 
written. In the absence of the treasurer the president gave the treasurer's report. At 
present we have a balance of$1490.37. The major expense we have had has been 
materials for the commemorative benches that have been placed, and will be placed, 
throughout the park (see Treasurer's Report for more details). Current membership stands 
at 116. This includes two families and one individual who joined at the meeting. 

Project coordinator Tom Hallenbeck led the discussion on current projects. Trail Watch 
coordinator Christa Stefanisko reported that all trails have now been covered by 
volunteers (see accompanying article on award). National Trails Day occurred on June 
5. Ten members, led by Tom Hallenbeck, worked on trail maintenance at the Judge 
Morris property. Dick and Dee Benson will lead another Adopt-a-Highway clean-up of 
Foxden Rd on either October 2 or October 10. A sign-up sheet was circulated. 
Donations have been received for nine benches, ofwhich four have been installed. 
Materials have been purchased for the other five. One bench was slightly displaced by the 
Floyd flood and must be reset. Our Newark Community Day effort will again be led by 
Kyle Bottorff. All time slots have been essentially filled, but a point was made that 
additional help will not be turned away. A field trip to Hawk Mountain was planned for 
October 10 with a rain date ofOctober 17 and was quickly filled at the meeting (total 9 
people plus the leaders. Ed. note: an advantage to coming to meetings!). The trip will be 
led by Frank Rawling and Mark Keese. We will car pool, leaving the Nature Center 
parking lot at 7:00 AM with a return time ofapproximately 5:00 PM. It was mentioned 
that volunteers are needed to perform a variety of tasks during the Holiday Season tours 
of the Judge Morris Estate (see accompanying article for more details). Make-a­
Difference Day will be held this year at the Judge Morris Estate on October 3 at 9:30 
AM. Approximately 7 people are desired for trail maintenance training and trail work. A 
project to reforest a portion of the field along the loop trail between the Nature Center and 
Chambers Rock Rd was discussed. This will be our largest project to date. Recently, the 
DE legislature appropriated $23 million for the purchase ofopen space around the state. 
It is hoped that White Clay Creek State Park will benefit from some of this money (see 
accompanying article). The first in a proposed series ofWildUfe Education Brochures is 
being written by Mark Keese and Gene Hess. It will be a Bird Finding Guide to White 
Clay Creek State Park. It is slated for completion April 1, 2000. Frank Rawling gave an 
update on our efforts to obtain an official letter ofTax Exemption from the IRS.
